Background

The unrest in the south of Thailand is escalating and
rapidly spreading to other regions of the country. The turmoil
is creating loss of lives and causing significant damage to
both private and public properties. Everyone is affected,
whether they are the victims or the families of the victims.
The affect on lives can be both physical and psychological,
particularly for the widows and orphans of the deceased and
the affect can be long-lasting.

Aid from the government, local communities and various
non-government organizations has mainly been financial and
ephemeral. Long-term forms of assistance are needed
however, such as psychological counseling, occupational
retraining and social welfare. Unless there needs are met
society will suffer the consequences.

Assistance should be comprehensive, sustained and managed
systematically. Prof. Prawas Wasri, deputy head of the
Reconciliation Committee and the head of the Reconciliation
Funding Committee and Prof. Virasakdi Chongsuviwatwong,
head of the Institute of Research and Development for Health
of Southern Thailand have established an academic centre for
the coordination of assistance to persons affected by the
unrest in the deep south. The centre was established on the 1°
June 2006. The important goals of the centre are to manage
research and develop a knowledge base using up-to-date,
accurate and complete data, and to educate local people to be



able to prevent and solve problems systematically both in the
short and long term.

Responsibilities
1. Research

a. To set up complete and accurate relational
database management system containing
information of events, victims, affected
persons and assistance given.

b. To report on the progress of continued care of
the families of the victims.

c. To produce and publish high quality research.

2. Development

a. To brainstorm ways of understanding the cause
of the unrest and to find ways of solving the
problems.

b. To set up a system of assistance that will
directly reach the families of victims and to
have a continued method of follow up.

3. To facilitate cooperation between organizations,
communities and interested parties both at the national
and international level.

4. To manage the knowledge obtained from the research
and use it to prevent and solve future problems.

Definitions

Victim: someone directly affected by an event
Affected person: someone related to the victim

Database management for the assistance

Currently, there are many private and government
organizations that maintain a database for the assistance of the
affected persons. However, there is no cooperation between
these organizations and redundancies exist, making search
and retrieval difficult. A good database system should link the
events, victims, persons affected and assistance given. The
database of this center covers the violent events that have
occurred in the four southern provinces, namely Songkhla,
Pattani, Yala and Narathiwat. Information has been collected
from 2002 up to the present. The data is being obtained from
many different sources such as the internet, newspapers,
Faculty of political sciences at Prince of Songkla University,
John F. Kennedy library, police database, military database
and the Southern Relief Organization.
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
